Times New Roman font, double-spaced.  Your essay should show your personality in terms of both style and subject matter.  Proofread repeatedly.  This is one of the most important pieces of writing of your academic career.  Please treat it as such.  


Essays will be graded on originality, form, language use and conventions.  

The most important criteria for writing your personal statement college essay is having a deep understanding of yourself and what makes you so unique.  Since everyone knows themselves pretty well by their senior year, everyone is capable of writing a great college essay that will impress admissions officers.
